Perumkaliyattam

Perumkaliyattam is the grand festival of Theyyams, one of the most outstanding ancient dance forms of North Kerala. The Theyyam or Kolam (a form or shape), represents a mythological, divine or heroic character. There are around 400 Theyyams in Northern Kerala. The bizarre head dresses, costumes and body painting and trance like performances are very extraordinary. 

Pulikali

The Kaduvakali or Pulikali (the dance of the tiger), once performed all over the State, is now seen only in Thrissur and Palakkad districts. The performance is accompanied by the loud beating of traditional percussion instruments.
