1. Registered user can post a  message in the message board. 
2. Admin approves that message and makes it online.
3. All the users, both registered and non-registered viewers can see the messages posted.
4. Only registered users can reply to a post message either as private or public.
5. There is no reply for another reply. All the replies are taken individually for a posted message.
6. Admin approves a reply and makes it online.
7. Only one reply allowed for a post for a user.

DOUBTS
If a user posted a message, and another user replied privately, how can the initial user sent a reply to the second user? 
If per user is allowed only one reply for a post, then it is possible for him / her  to edit the reply that he/she has posted against a message?
