3rd eye – Augmented Reality application for Tourists in Kerala

3rd eye is a smartphone application using Augmented Reality technology. This app uses the phone camera, GPS and compass/gyroscope sensors to function along with data plan.  When the tourist visit any place (eg:- lake, temple, museum etc), if they want to know more details about the target, they just launch the app and look at the target through the phone camera.  They can see all relevant information, which cannot be seen using the naked eye.
Benefits for tourists:- They can see the details in their own language (eg:- English, German, Chinese etc), and mash up of contents from Yelp/Navteq, Wikipedia & google places.  Find the nearby restaurants, hotels and tourist attractions as well via the camera.
App publicity:-   Keep the QR code near to all of the popular tourist spots. Can be done by Kerala Tourism dept, and QR code will redirect the relevant app store.
App Revenue Model:- Kerala Tourism dept can tie up with hotels & restaurants and show their adds with respect to each tourist spots, and get the revenue from ads.
App backend team:-  Kerala Tourism dept can identify all the hotspots and venues(and important monuments ) and content developer can feed those details to 3rd eye backend system using Google Map. Key thing here is the accuracy of the location, and using the Google Map satellite view should help to place the content on map. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sample use case:- A tourist come and visit the Padmnabha Swami temple, and she want to know more details about history of this temple. From the temple entrance gate itself, she can point her smartphone towards the temple, and look through the camera. 3rd eye backend system will push the relevant content, and the entire history of the temple.  Then the app can show all the related tourist spots in nearby areas, and even hotels/travel options as well.
