ABOUT THE FESTIVAL (Legend/History/Myth)

The Appavanibham Nercha is a famous annual festival celebrated at the Idiyangara Sheikh Masjid.

Sheikh Shamsuddin Mohammad bin Alauddin al Himsi lived during the 16th century in Calicut. He was

the son of a Sufi Sheikh who arrived from Arabia and married locally. People irrespective of caste or

creed join in the Appa Vanibham Nercha of the Idiyangara Sheikh Masjid in Kozhikode. Cultivated crops,

new clothes etc are given as offerings to the mosque by devotees during the festival time. Miniature forms

of the human body and limbs are also given as offerings to the mosque. The festival is more than 400

years old and attracts thousands of believers. There are various religious institutions and charity centres

functioning under the administration of this mosque.
