ABOUT THE FESTIVAL (Legend/History/Myth)

St.Sebastian was an early Christian saint and martyr. He was the member of a wealthy Roman family. He
is educated in Milan and became the Officer of the Imperial Roman army, and captain of the guard.
Charged as a Christian, Sebastian was tied to a tree, shot with arrows, and left for dead. He survived, and
with the help of Saint Irene, recovered, and returned to preach to Diocletian. The emperor then had
him beaten to death. He died on 20th January. The feast is celebrated to commemorate the belief that
St.Sebastian has left his earthly body to be in the company of God. Catholic Feast days are days set
aside to remember the important people who lived extraordinary lives. Most saints and holy people attent
this specially designated feast days. On those days we remember these holy men and women in a
special way.
