Kandothidam Sree Someshvari temple is a very ancient temple which is as famous as the Payyannur

Subramanya Swami Temple. The name emerged from the myth that this was the place from where Devi

was found ( Kanda means found and Idam means place). It is believed that this temple was installed by

Soman, a Saint of a Palace. So the deity was named after that and got the name Someshwari. Pattu

Mahothsavam is an annual festival conducted in the temple in honour of the deity in the temple.
